NOTICE TO ALL WATER USERS

At its meeting on December 14th, 2011, the township of The North Shore
municipal council passed a resolution setting the new water and sewer rates
for 2012. Please note that the new costs per unit will be the following:

® |nterest on overdue accounts shall be calculated at the rate of 2%
per month.

® Annual water rates paid in full before March 31 of the current year
shall receive a 5% discount.

DOG TAG REMINDER

This is a reminder that the Dog Tags for year 2012 must be purchased by
March 31% of the current year. This year, no reminders will be given after the
deadline. If you fail to purchase your tag, after March 31, 2012, the required
licence fee will double. Also a $65.00 fine may be issued to you.

These are available at the municipal office during regular office hours. The re-
quired fee of $15.00 per dog or $10.00 per dog for seniors.

Fire Perspectives, Mid-Winter

Have you had a good winter thus far? Have you been able to get out on your snowmobile
or ice fishing? I'd urge everyone who can, to get out and enjoy the sunny days every
chance you get! Despite the cold - it's healthy, and you'll have a far better frame of mind
for the experience too, by combating that seasonal disorder - the winter ho-hums and
cabin fever! Do be careful, though, and be sure to do the ‘northern thing’ and tell some-
one where you're going, and when you'’ll be back - and stick to that plan. This way a
timely search can be instituted if necessary!

While you're figuring on outside activities, be sure to check your chimney - and give it a
good cleaning if need be, especially if you burn wood as many of us do here.

If you live in a newer home, be sure to open a window a crack to let fresh air into the
house. Modern houses are so air tight that carbon monoxide can build up, especially if
you use ANY type of fuel that burns. You should also consider a Carbon Monoxide (CO)
alarm if you haven't already done so. It's usually during the dead of winter - like we have
right now, that carbon monoxide poisonings occur. Another important aspect to remem-
ber is that if you are using any sort of burning appliance in the house as auxiliary heating
such as during a power outage or in an ice hut, that you may be using a far less efficient
appliance than your home heating unit is, and this can also mean you are subject to a lot
more CO!

Symptoms of CO poisoning can be a lot of yawning, and feeling unusually tired - espe-
cially when you typically wouldn’t or shouldn’t be tired. A headache can also mean exces-
sive CO buildup in a home or ice hut, as can feeling nauseous. If you have a loved one
with bluish colored lips, then look in the mirror and if yours are also a bluish tinge, and if
they aren’t usually this way, then this can also mean a CO build up. If you have two or
more such signs, then be sure to get the windows/doors open to air your home out - even
if it's cold outside! If you have reason to suspect a build up of CO, especially due to hav-
ing any of these signs, and if you don’t have a CO alarm ( or even if you do) then call 911
and ask for the Fire Department to come and check out your home for you. The life or
lives you save may be your own/loved ones!

Do carry an emergency Kit in your trunk or your car or somewhere in the vehicle. Should
you go into a ditch and can’t get help for some reason, and if you're stranded for any
length of time in your car, then a few candles can increase the heat - but they also create
CO, so open the window a crack. Blankets should also be carried in the vehicle, espe-
cially during the winter, as should some sweets for energy.

The township office has a brochure with recommended things to have in our homes in
case of an extended power outage or other emergency where we could be cut off from
the grid etc. As we know, we haven't had a really bad ‘stopper’ of a storm for a long time
in this part of Ontario - but it could occur anytime - so try to be prepared! The way the
weather has been, we never really know when that ‘stopper’ might hit us.
